WHO ARE WE? 
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The association to LGBT, Denmark, is also an important tool for us. The LGBT 

has through time shown itself as an organization, which has achieved many po-

litical and social improvements for the sexual minorities. A progression that also 

has a direct connection to transgenderism, because we feel that there are many 

similarities – the biggest is the common fact that we all are different from the 

rest of society. 

We have a simple and flat group-structure. Every member has equal rights - it´s 

a floating democracy, it´s not only the ones present at our meetings who has a 

say regarding activities/strategies – everyone on our mailing-list can speak freely 

and has the same right to be heard. 

In continuation of the work we do in the T-Group, we also have a group which 

works specific with trans-political issues, Trans-Pol. Besides that we participate 

in many other groups in the LGBT, such as the Youth Group, Counseling, Fam-

ily and Friends, The Walking Out Group (school and education) and The Labour 

Market Group. 

ABOUT CONCEPTIONS. 
Transsexuality/transvestism is not: 

 

 A disease 

 Contagious 

 Hereditary 

 Related to adolescence in a specific environment 

 An expression of sexuality  

 

Many of us have been stamped by the ruling structures in 

society and have had a hard life trying to fit into the roles 

of our born gender. This has turned us into human beings 

who had to live in hiding, consequently made to oppress 

an essential part of our nature. But humans are not static 

creatures and are in their being the result of their social 

relations. 

This is why we are often considered odd and strange, 

because we don´t respond to the alleged standards of nor-

mative society. 

Or seen as a parallel to another minority-group: Using a 

wheel-chair, would not be a problem if the majority of the population were 

physically disabled. 

FACTS. 
 

What is a transvestite? A human being, male or female, who more or less wants 

to dress and feel like the opposite sex. This might be uncommon, but not abnor-

malééTransvestites are present in all cultures around the world and are 

known throughout history. Being a transvestite does not correlate to gender, 

education or occupation, though seen among men, it attracts more attention.

What is a transsexual? A human being, male or female, that feels trapped in the 

wrong body /the wrong gender. The ultimate solution for a transsexual is a total 

transformation through hormone-treatment, socializing with the desired gender 

and various surgical operations (full transformation). 

 

Variations: To use the terms above mentioned, as a static expression of all 

transgender persons would be incorrect. The more appropriate approach, is 

that between the two poles, there is a rich variety of gender-perceptions, such as 

Gender-Queers, Gender-Nauts etc. Following that idea, it is more authentic to 

describe the conception, as an infinitely floating stream of different gender-

identities, where each person has its own specific gender-identity. 

WHAT DO WE WANT? 
We consider it an important task to eliminate the conception of disease. Even 

though it is 2010, transsexuals/transvestites are still considered to be mentally ill 

according to WHO´s international list of diseases. 

In retro-perspect, it might appear that the extent of transgender people has in-

creased over the years. We do not believe that. In this case it is more likely re-

lated to the question of visibility. Many more transgender persons are choosing 

to show their distinctive mark and refuse to live a degrading double-life. 

The lack of tolerance can make us sick, stressed and to feel inferior– a fact that 

many other groups in the society know by heart. 

“He/she is okay, as long as I don´t have to share a meal with him/her……..as 

long as it is not present in my house/family……” 

We have been met by these statements more than once. For us as a group it is 

important to emphasize, that we do not necessarily ask for understanding (all 

though it would be a welcomed gesture), but wish to be treated with the same 

respect as all other citizens in this country. 

The increase in hate-crimes against transgender people has led to anxiety and 

fear when walking in the streets. At the same time, the mainstream statement
